The time schedule for the races of Division B (according to the above distribution of distances for each day) will be announced at the draw meetings.

TRACK

The track at the Sportforum Speed-Skating Hall is a standard, artificially frozen 400 m indoor speed skating track. The inner and outer curves have a radius of 26 m and 30 m, the warm-up lane width is 3 m.

ENTRIES

Entries must be made according to ISU Communication No. 1517.

Preliminary entries, giving the number of competitors, substitutes and team officials (with provisional names), must be communicated by Monday, October 7, 2008.

Final entries must reach the Organizing Committee by letter, fax or electronic mail not later than Tuesday, November 4, 2008 (see ISU Communication No. 1517, paragraph 4.3). 
Entries must be accompanied by the official "ISU Declaration Form” as per Rule 131.  Entries by fax or e-mail must be confirmed by a letter sent out simultaneously to the Organizers (Rule 115, paragraph 5). 
The completed Declaration Form must be signed by the competitors and also by all officials (including team officials) appointed by the Member serving at an ISU Event (Team Leaders, Coaches, Team Medical Doctors, Physiotherapists, Team Officials who are requesting  accreditation for the Event).   

In case of competitors who are not full of age (under 18), such Declaration must be co-signed by at least one of the parents or other guardian at law. 
Each Entry Form and Declaration Form must be signed by an authorized ISU Member Representative such as President, General Secretary, Executive Director, CEO (Rule 104, paragraph 4). 

For more details please refer to Rules 115, 131, ISU Communications No. 1517 and 1523 or any update of these Communications.   

ENTRY QUOTAS

For each distance an ISU Member may enter 1 competitor, plus the (maximum) number of skaters from the member of skaters placed either  

· among the 36 best in the final World Cup ranking 2007/2008, or

· among the qualified skaters (including the reserve list of 6 skaters for each distance) for the 2008 World Single Distances Championships. 

For any distance the maximum entry quota for an ISU Member is 5. The hosting ISU Member is granted this maximum quota.

For Team Pursuit an ISU Member can enter only one team.

The applicable qualifying times and conditions are indicated in ISU Communication No. 1517, paragraph 4.1.
COMPETITION FORMAT FOR THE TEAM PURSUIT COMPETITIONS

Team Pursuit competitions will be skated according to Rule 261 in the ISU Technical Rules for Speed Skating and ISU Communication No. 1517, paragraph 5.3, with national teams of 3 skaters each, and with distances of 6 laps for Ladies und 8 laps for Men. 

CITIZENSHIP/RESIDENCE REQUIREMENTS ADN CLEARANCE PROZEDURE                       

In accordance with Rule 109 of the ISU Regulations and ISU Communication No.1420,

(or any further update of this communication), all skaters who do not have the nationality of the Member by which they have been entered or who, although having such nationality, have in the past represented another Member, must produce an ISU Clearance Certificate.

GROUPING AND DRAWING

The pairing and drawing for each distance will be made according to ISU Communication No. 1517, paragraph 6 and 6.1. The entered skaters shall be placed in seven (7) groups. Groups 1 to 6 will have 6 Skaters each. Remaining skaters shall be placed in Group 7.

Respecting the entry quotas given in ISU Communication No. 1517, paragraph 4.2., the number of skaters for an ISU Member in Group 1 corresponds to the number of Skaters from this Member among the 6 best in the final World Cup ranking 2007/2008, and similarly for Groups 2 through 7. 

Division A shall consist of the skaters placed into Groups 1 through 4.

Division B shall consist of remaining skaters (see ISU Communication No. 1517, paragraph 6.1.  

For the second race over 500 m in the first World Cup Competition the skaters shall be paired according to ISU Communication No. 1517, paragraph 6.2 c). 

The sequence of races of the Team Pursuit competition will be according to ISU Communication No. 1517, paragraph 5.3. The teams shall be ranked according to the result at the 2008 World Single Distances Championships. ISU Member who did not compete with a team in these Championships will be ranked thereafter, according to the 2007/2008 World Cup Team Pursuit ranking.
PRIZES AND POINTS SYSTEM

For each distance World Cup points and prize money will be awarded according to the ISU Communication No. 1517, paragraphs 7 and 9.

ANTI-DOPING

Anti-doping tests must be carried out according to the ISU Anti-Doping Code, as given in the applicable ISU Communications (ISU Communication No. 1447, 1448 and 1520 or later updates).

TRAINING-TIMES

The speed skating track will be open for training for entered competitors from November 3, 2008. Trial starts will be organised on Thursday, November 6, 2008.

LIABILITY

In accordance with Rule 119, the ISU, the Deutsche Eisschnelllauf-Gemeinschaft e. V. and the Organizing Committee assume, no responsibility for or liability with respect to bodily or personal injury or loss of property damage incurred in connection with the Essent ISU World Cup Speed Skating. Each Member is solely responsible for providing insurance coverage thereto.

BOARD AND LODGING 

The organizer will bear costs for board and lodging for 4 days, from November 6, 2008 beginning with dinner, until November 10, 2008 ending with breakfast, for 5 skaters and 1 team leader or coach from each Member, in accordance with ISU Communication No. 1517, paragraph 11g). Additional expenses for rooms and meals will have to be borne by the respective Member.
